Coach and Coach Boat Policy for Regattas
“RULES FOR JSA EVENTS, Section 10 - Other Rules:

10.4 a) Competitors from each club or association must be accompanied and supervised by an instructor or other adult throughout the regatta.”

b) Any club entering three or more boats shall supply a support craft equipped with a working VHF radio, an anchor, and a first aid kit.  An instructor or other adult shall drive the support craft and shall check with the Race Committee about Safety Patrol assignments and responsibilities.”

MYC Policy as it relates to our Program: 

JSA Rule 10.4 a does not specify if the competitor’s instructor must be from the competitor’s club, nor does it specify who the adult supervisor should be, as long as the competitor has an instructor or an adult supervising him or her on the water. 

While ideally MYC would like to be able to provide instructor support for competitors at every regatta, due to our instructor to sailor program ratio, we have not always been able to do so.  As such the following policy will be in effect for 2011
· 1 Sailor – MYC will utilize another instructor from another club to be coordinated by our Head Instructor and Parent of the Sailor
· 2 Sailor’s – MYC will send an instructor who will work out of another club’s boat
· 3 or more Sailor’s – MYC will provide and instructor with an MYC coach boat.
Coach boat transportation to and from the regatta is the collective responsibility of all Parents with sailors in the regatta. By signing below, I acknowledge and agree with the above.
